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Embouchure

1. Top Teeth receive the mouthpiece

2. Practice a natural chewing motion; the reed lays on the bottom lip when chewing naturally. Try this first by using your thumb in place of the mouthpiece. Top teeth receive the thumb then chew naturally

3. The lower lip is like a hammock for the reed; the lower lip is not rolled over the bottom teeth
Sound Production 

1. Reed and mouthpiece specifics

2. Buzzing of the mouthpiece (Do-Fa-Sol-Do and basic intervals)

3. Buzzing of the Neck 

4. Lip Slurs – Middle F to low F, descending, no octave key.

5. Overtones: Produced on the Fundamental tones of low Bb, B, C, C#

a. at the octave

b. octave & 5th
c. octave, 5th, 4th
d. octave, 5th, 4th, 3rd
e. octave, 5th, 4th, 3rd, -3rd
f. Simple Songs performed on the overtones

6. Long Tones at various dynamic levels

7. Development of Subtone playing

Articulation:

Development of Specific Tongue Attacks and beginning Jazz Phraseology:

1. Attack of the Tongue – “tah”, “dah” lah”, “nah”

2. Height of the Tongue – “Eeh”, “Ooh”, “Aah”.
